2025 UCI Cycling Esports World Championships - National Federation Qualification System
Dear National Federations,

The 2025 UCI Cycling Esports World Championships, hosted on MyWhoosh, is designed to bring the best Cycling
Esports athletes to the on-site final in Abu Dhabi on the 15th of November. As a component of the qualification
pathway, National Federations that have participated in previous editions of the UCI Cycling Esports World
Championships will be granted automatic rider quotas at the semi-final scheduled to take place on October 3™, 2025.

The Semi-Finals quotas are calculated using a points system. The methodology used is outlined as follows:

1. Thetop 60 finishers in both genders in the 2023 UCI Cycling Esports World Championships were awarded
points based upon their finish position in the race. These points are awarded using the respective genders
UCI Road World Championships point tables.

2. Positions 21 through 60 in both genders in the 2024 UCI Cycling Esports World Championships Semi-Final
were awarded points based upon their finish position in the Semi-Final. These points are awarded using the
respective genders UCI Road World Championships point tables.

3. Positions 1 through 20 in both genders in the 2024 UCI Cycling Esports World Championships Final were
awarded points based upon their finish position in the Final. These points are awarded using the respective
genders UCI Road World Championships point tables.

4. Each nation's points are determined by aggregating the points accumulated by all its riders across the 2023
and 2024 UCI Cycling Esports World Championships.

5. Nations that had riders participate in the 2023 and 2024 UCI Cycling Esports World Championships, but who
either did not finish or finished outside the top 60, will still be recognised and allocated quota.
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6. Five groups were established based on the available spots for the 2025 edition, with each Federation within
a grouping receiving an equal number of rider allocations.

e Group A: The top 4 point-scoring National Federations from the 2023/2024 CEWC.
i. 10 rider spots are allocated per Federation.

e Group B: The next 4 highest point- scoring National Federations from the 2023/2024 CEWC.
i. 7 rider spots are allocated per Federation.

e Group C: The following 4 highest point- scoring National Federations from the 2023/2024 CEWC.
i. 5rider spots are allocated per Federation.

e Group D: The following 4 highest point- scoring National Federations from the 2023/2024 CEWC.
i. 4rider spots are allocated per Federation.

e Group E: The remaining point- scoring National Federations from the 2023/2024 CEWC.
i. 3rider spots are allocated per Federation.

As a result of the process outlined above, the following National Federations will be granted Men’s and Women’s
rider quota for the semi-finals as follows:

As in previous years, it is anticipated that there will be a number of additional National Federations that request
places in the event. In 2025 we will enable a route into the UCI Cycling Esports World Championships for any
National Federations in the following ways:

e Any National Federation will be able to propose up to 3 riders that will be automatically invited to the start
line of the Open Events.
o Theseriders must have completed at least one Sunday Race Club or Premium MyWhoosh event
no more than 6 months prior to the Semi-Final and complete all necessary requirements outlined
by the MyWhoosh Performance Verification team.

1. UCI Point of Contact
The UCI will be responsible for coordination with MyWhoosh and providing feedback to competing National
Federations. All correspondence regarding the event should be sent to: esports@uci.ch

2. Raising Clarification Questions
National Federations are invited to submit any questions they have regarding the 2025 UCI Cycling Esports
World Championships. Questions must be sent by the close of business (CEST) on 15 July, 2025 to the UCI. All
qguestions and answers will then be listed online and distributed to all federations on or before 1 August
2025.

3. Virtual Kit Design Submission
All federations must either confirm their current digital kit design as shown in Appendix A, or submit their
virtual kit design for review and approval by the UCI and final artwork for inclusion into the MyWhoosh
platform by the 1% of August 2025.

4. Accepting Allocated Quota (semi-final)
In order to indicate whether a National Federation will participate in the 2025 UCI Cycling Esports World

Championships, please send an email to the UCI (address above) no later than 6pm CEST on 31 August, 2025.
The email should include;
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e A written indication of how many of the allocated places the National Federation will accept, per
gender and if available, their rider start list, including UCI ID numbers.

5. Additional Notes

a. If the UCI does not receive confirmation by the deadline above, the National Federations’ places may

be reallocated.

b. Subsequent to the National Federations accepting their places, the UCI reserves the right to:
i. Allocate further places to any National Federations outlined in this document.
ii. Invite additional National Federations to participate with allocated rider spots.
c. By accepting the invitation to enter a National team into the 2025 UCI Cycling Esports World
Championships, National Federations also agree to add any eligible riders from their nation who
have qualified through other pathways to their squad. In all instances, the UCI will liaise with the

National Federation in advance.

d. All riders must be level 10 on MyWhoosh and complete the necessary verification requirements
prior to being allowed to take the start line of the Semi-Final race.
